Answer from the Board of Directors:

“In 2016, the worldwide consumption of paper and cardboard of Sanofi was approximatively of
120,000 tons (43% are product leaflets).
Various initiatives were taken to decrease this consumption, in particular:

- Decrease of the size of the packaging, drugs and vaccines’ boxes and packing cases;

- Implementation of a printing policy (double-sided printing, use of recycled paper.”
