India and the Philippines on Tuesday
signednineagreements, includingadec-
larationestablishinga strategic partner-
ship, as well as terms of reference for
talks between their respective armed
forces and cooperation on the peaceful
use of outer space.
The strategic partnership was

announced following talks inNewDelhi
between PrimeMinister Narendra Modi
and visiting Philippine President Ferdi-
nandRMarcos Jr. Themeeting came just
a day after the Indian and Philippine
navieswrappedup twodaysof joint exer-
cises near the contested Scarborough
Shoal in the South China Sea— a region
that remainsaflashpoint in the long-run-
ning maritime dispute between Beijing
andManila.
“Indiaand thePhilippinesare friends

bychoiceandpartnersbydestiny,”Modi
said, standing alongside Marcos Jr.
“FromtheIndianOceantothePacific,we
are united by shared values. Ours is not
justafriendshipofthepast; it isapromise
to the future.”
He added that maritime cooperation

betweenthetwonationswas“bothnatural
and essential” for countries with strong
seafaringtraditions.
Later, at amedia briefing, PKumaran,

secretary (east) intheMinistryofExternal
Affairs, reiterated India’s long-held posi-
tionon the SouthChina Sea, describing it
as“clearandconsistent”,andemphasising

New Delhi’s “abiding interest” in peace
and stability in the region,which it views
as part of the global commons. He also
confirmed discussions are under way on
developing submarine infrastructure in
thePhilippines.
Modisaidbilateraltradehasbeengrow-

ingsteadilyandhadrecentlycrossed$3bil-
lion. “To further strengthen trade ties, it is
ourprioritytoreviewtheIndia-Aseanfree-
trade agreement at the earliest,” he said.
“We have also decided to work towards a
bilateralpreferential tradeagreement.”
India has also extended a one-year,

gratis e-tourist visa facility to Filipino
nationals.

Marcos said the two countries had
“agreedtocontinuelevellingupourcollab-
oration in defence and security,” and
pointedtoIndia’sgrowingdefencemanu-
facturing capabilities as a potential con-
tributor to the Philippines’ military
modernisation. “Wewill foster naval and
coast guard interoperability viaport calls,
cooperative activities and capacity build-
ing inthemaritimedomain,”hesaid.
India and the Philippines share stra-

tegic concerns over Beijing’s growing
assertiveness in the Indo-Pacific. Manila
continuestofaceoffwithChinaoverterri-
torial claims in the SouthChinaSea. Phil-
ippine military chief Romeo Brawner Jr
has previously saidManila is considering
further weapons procurements from
India. The Philippines has already
acquired a shore-based anti-shipmissile
systemfromBrahMosAerospaceinan18.9
billion peso ($329 million) deal aimed at
strengthening itscoastaldefences.
Modi said the strategic partnership

would pave the way for deeper engage-
ment between their respective armed
forces.Hedescribed thePhilippinesas an
“important partner” in India’s Act East
Policy and itsMAHASAGAR (Mutual and
Holistic Advancement for Security and
GrowthAcrossRegions)vision.
“We are committed to peace, security,

prosperity and a rules-based order in the
Indo-Pacific region.We support freedom
ofnavigation in accordancewith interna-
tional laws,” thePMsaid.

Addressing the National Democratic Alliance
(NDA)MembersofParliament(MPs)onTuesday,
PrimeMinisterNarendraModisaidUnionHome
Minister (HM) Amit Shah has become the lon-

gest-serving incum-
bent in the ministry,
overtaking Bharatiya
JanataParty(BJP)vet-
eranLKAdvani.
“It is justthebegin-

ning,” the PM said,
adding that there is a
long way to go for
Shah,which led some
MPs to speculate the
implicationsofModi’s
statement.

Shah took charge of the Ministry of Home
Affairs on May 30, 2019, and continued as the
country’shomeminister in2024.
OnTuesday,Shahbecamethelongest-serving

homeministerwith a tenure of six years and66
days. He surpassed Congress’ Gobind Ballabh
Pant,whowas thehomeminister for6yearsand
65daysbetween 1955 and 1961.Advani servedas
homeminister forsixyearsand64daysbetween
1998and2004.
Shahbecamethelongest-servinghomemin-

isteronthesixthanniversaryoftheabrogationof
Article 370, which Parliament repealed on
August 5, 2019.
Currently, Defence Minister Rajnath Singh,

whoturned74inJuly, isnumbertwointhelistof
UnionCouncil ofMinisters, ashewas in thefirst
andsecondModi-ledNDAgovernmentsbetween
2014and2024.AfterthePM,hewasthefirstCabi-
netminister to takeoath in2014,2019and2024.
DuringTuesday’smeeting,theMPsfelicitated

thePMforhis"exceptionalleadership"inmarsh-
alling India's response following the Pahalgam
terror attack. A resolution showered praises on
thearmed forces for their “unmatchedcourage”
and "unwavering commitment" during Oper-
ationSindoorandOperationMahadev.
Singh garlandedModiwith Shah andUnion

MinisterandBJPpresidentJPNaddabyhisside.

obituary I satyapalmalik (1946-2025)

From loyalist to controversial critic
presstrustof india
NewDelhi, 5August

Veteranpolitician SatyapalMalik’s five-
decade-long political career spanned
across multiple political parties and in-
cluded several high-profile guberna-
torial appointments before he
transitioned into an outspoken critic of
the very establishmenthehad served.
He served as the governor of four

states—Bihar (2017), JammuandKash-
mir (2018), Goa (2019), and Meghalaya
(2020). But his most impactful assign-
mentcommencedinAugust2018,when
he was named the governor of Jammu
andKashmir.Thetenuresawtwosignifi-
cant events— the 2019Pulwamaattack
in which 40 CRPF personnel lost their
lives, and theAugust 5, 2019 revocation
of Article 370 and the division of the
erstwhilestateintotwoUnionTerritories
—JammuandKashmirandLadakh.
Malik was the last governor of the

stateofJammuandKashmir.
Malik, 79, who had been hospital-

ised for some time, passed away in a
Delhi hospital on Tuesday, which
marks the sixth anniversary of Article
370 revocation. Though he rose to
prominenceas a loyalist in theBJP,his

recent years have been characterised
byhis vociferous condemnation of the
central government’s policies, rework-
inghis public image from that of a sea-
soned administrator to that of a vocal
dissident.
From J-K, he had been relocated to

Goa,wherehisrelationshipwiththestate
government soured as he was openly
critical of its Covid-19 response and
accuseditofcorruption.HisterminGoa
cametoanabrupthaltandhewasposted
toMeghalaya,hisfinalassignment.
Onretirementfromgovernorship,he

publicly confronted the central govern-
ment over crucial matters, which
includedacontentionthatthePulwama
attackwasanoutcomeofgovernmental
indifference, and vocally backed the
farmers’ protests against the three cen-
tral laws, contending that the govern-
menthadnot listenedtothem.
Duringhis lastdaysof life,Malikwas

also named in the CBI chargesheets in
some cases. He strongly refuted the
charges,calling it “politicalvendetta”.
